The staff in the hospital (Theatre Nurses) were not qualified enough, and to find appropriate staff was a problem. The management was pretty slow, especially with marketing and employment. My impression was that I am wasting my time. Therefore I resigned. In that time I obtained the advanced fellowship from the association for the study of internal fixation (AO ASIF) I spent one month in Hans Christian Schiller University, Jena, GErmanyService of Prof Dr. Bergkamp

Al Ain Hospital in that time was in similar circumstances, but it was also open to ex Patriots.  I was working as a consultant with my team (one specialist and three junior doctors). The trauma was predominant (70 percent). I had my theatre list two times a week, I engaged in teaching activities with the medical students, involving tutorials, lectures and exams. My job included spinal surgery, hand surgery and generalorthopedics in trauma. I was third on call, twice a week. I operated several trauma cases for the first time in the history of Al Ain Hospital (previously patients were sent abroad). I was also involved in researcged activities (Camel injuries) moreover; I was frequently requested to visit V.I.Ps all over the country. I successfully operated and treated conservatively almost all spinal pathology, deformities and trauma. I also treated a lot of war injuries because we accepted patients from the Bosnian War. I was also on call for the City of Belgrade on average 7 times per motnh.
