title:A Novel Approach on Safe Driving using Behavioral Analysis (8th Semester)
languages: Java and Django

description: An Android platform project based on an IEEE paper in Intelligent Transportation systems where driver behavior is analyzed using the accelerometer of the mobile for unsafe maneuvers, sudden acceleration and deceleration.
