Pharmacological mechanism of Candesartan:  Candesartan is a member of Angiotensin II Receptor Antagonist class of drugs and is an FDA approved drug for the treatment of hypertension, myocardial infarction and congestive heart failure. Candesartan selectively blocks the binding of angiotensin II to AT1 in many tissues including vascular smooth muscle and the adrenal glands. 
This inhibits the AT1-mediated vasoconstrictive and aldosterone-secreting effects of angiotensin II and results in an overall decrease in blood pressure. Inhibition of aldosterone secretion may increase sodium and water excretion while decreasing potassium excretion. Candesartan is greater than 10,000 times more selective for AT1 than AT2. 
The recommended initial dose and usual maintenance dose is 8 mg once daily.      
Most of the antihypertensive effect is attained within 4 weeks. In some patients whose blood pressure is not adequately controlled, the dose can be increased to 16 mg once daily and to a maximum of 32 mg once daily. Therapy should be adjusted according to blood pressure response.
Aim: The aim in designing sustained or controlled delivery systems is to decrease the frequency of the dosing or to increase effectiveness of the drug by localization at the site of action, reducing the dose required or provide uniform drug delivery. Bilayer tablet is improved beneficial technology to overcome the shortcoming of single layered tablet.                                                                                                                                                  The Goal for designing a Bi-layer Tablets: Bi-layer tablet is suitable for sequential release of two drugs in combination, separate two incompatible substances and also for sustained release tablet in which one layer is immediate release (IR) as initial dose and second layer is maintenance dose. In which the one layer is formulated to obtain immediate release of the drug, with the aim of reaching a high serum concentration in a short period of time. The second layer is a controlled release, which is designed to maintain an effective plasma level for a prolonged period of time. The pharmacokinetic advantage relies on the fact that drug release from fast releasing layer leads to a sudden rise in the blood concentration. However, the blood level is maintained at steady state as the drug is released from the sustaining layer.          
Immediate release layer provide therapeutically effective plasma drug concentration for a short period of time and Sustained release (SR) layer maintain uniform drug levels over a sustained period to reduce dosing intervals and side effects, increase the safety margin for highly-potent drugs and thus offer better patient compliance.
Bi layer tablet are attractive target, to develop Patent extension and to decrease the Capital Investment.
