· Administering pharmaceuticals to the patient before the procedure in nuclear medicine.

· Monitoring the patient’s organs and tissues after the drugs has localized. 

· Place the patient and equipment in the optimal location to receive the best image quality to ensure correct diagnosis by the radiologist.

· Operate the diagnostic imaging equipment to take the images, while being certain that images are captured from every angle needed to be assessed.

· Preparing, calibrating and operating medical imaging equipment such as cameras in the case of nuclear medicine, ultrasound equipment, magnetic resonance imaging equipment and X-ray equipment.

· Acquisition of irradiation parameters, tracking skin, achieving balance shots.

· Determining the best images to store and presenting to the physician.

· Communicate with the radiologist, physician, and other members of the health care team to determine whether more images need to be taken.

· Maintain detailed records of procedures the patient received, diagnosis, and other medical notes that are of concern for proper treatment

· Having excellent interpersonal skills to work directly with patients.
· Maintaining a high level of professionalism including respect and compassion when communicating with patients, physicians, colleagues and insurance carriers.
