• Administers and dispenses medications as appropriate from approved list of medications and with 

proper instructions on how to take it. 

• Identifies and plans clinical materials, supplies and equipments that are required and raises requisition 

when needed. 

• Maintains adequate level of stocks of approved supplies of medicines. 

• Collect all data and statistics regarding health standards, medical audits and injury regarding injury 

reporting. 

• Updates the monthly emergency medical reports. 

• Prepares weekly and monthly first aid report including man hour lost, lost time accident, medicine 

consumptions, medicine stocks and medicine requisition.
