· Coordinate with the Transport Department on the collection of the said barge or project materials from the warehouse to shipper or 3rd party warehouse.

· Make sure all the items to be sent are listed on the CIPL and no items are left behind during collection.

· Prepare the Gate Pass for the items being collected for Security purpose.

· After the collection, inform by email all concerned parties specially the barge warehouseman that their materials are already collected and to be sent to them. On the said email, will attach a copy of the CIPL and collection photos (for evidence).

· Keep a file of all MSDS for Dangerous Goods (DG) items being sent to the barge (soft copy & hard copies).

· Coordinate also for the off-loading and off-hiring of rental equipment being returned to our yard by our vessel.

· Also prepares inventory list of backload items especially for those that will be stored in the yard for future use.

· Ensure those items returned for safekeeping in the yard which are stored in the open yard are covered by Tarpaulin canvas for protection from rain and heat.

· Likewise store those backload sensitive equipment in the shaded of covered storage.
