This cluster highlights those applications that are considered to be more “infrastructure” based.  Most of them are web-service based.  They are envisioned to be shared/reused by multiple applications both inside and outside of Elsevier. The web-services retrieved the data required by the applications for Scopus application the data is retrieved from Mark logic with help of Xqueries, for science direct the data is retrieved from LN repository which is mainframe based.

Content Services: This set of services provides access to either content or metadata about content that is housed in support of ScienceDirect and Scopus.  The services provide access to documents and metadata for journals, books, and abstracts.  Access is also provided to a range of binary content associated with the journals and books.  Author and institutional profiles are also capable of being retrieved.  Also included in this set is a service that provides complex citation calculations on Scopus abstracts.


Search Services: This set of services provides a generic search interface to different search environments.  Currently supported is a service used for supporting content that is indexed by the FAST search engine.  Also supported, but deprecated, is search access to the ScienceDirect content that is indexed by the LexisNexis search engine.  Also included in this set of services is one which provides the capability to run user searches on a regularly scheduled basis.  There are also a couple of services which provide distribution of content from the content repositories to FAST for indexing.  These services are referred to as syndication.
