Educational Philosophy
My philosophy is based largely on my own experiences within my profession. Working within the Arts industry, both as an Artist and Arts Educator over nearly twenty years, I've witnessed many of the old traditional styles and skills become lost or obsolete with the increasing demand for electronic and digitally aided graphics. Students these days, and many artists, rely only on a computer to create their art and, having no background of true appreciation for art, fail to comprehend the process: the initial inspiration, the developmental phase, the craftsmanship involved; all of which convey the essence of the creator in an original art work.  An interesting experiment took place a few years ago, when an academic arts professor decided to turn the computers off and asked the students to draw: many struggled to apply a simple line or even attempt to make a mark on the paper! Without a doubt the computer has its place and is a wonderful and helpful device which has made life easier in so many ways. Regardless, the importance of learning the fundamentals from the ground up, acquiring practical skills that accompany the knowledge learned, cannot be overstated.  Creativity starts at a young age, usually at school, and it should be encouraged throughout every student's educational development from start to finish in a healthy culture of being within a creative nurturing environment. To have the ability to 'imagine and then create' is empowering! Sharing my knowledge and skills I consider to be a 'gift'!
