Summary

I designed, validated, published and obtained the necessary authorization from my director and President of Paul Sabatier University, to personally operate the concept of CRC (Cotinine Receptor Complex). Cotinine is the principal derivative of Nicotine (70%), 10 times more abundant and 100 times less toxic than nicotine. This is the biological marker of active and passive smoking and of Nicotine Replacement Therapy. CRC covers applications for wellness and diagnosis.

My 3rd Cycle thesis (DES / DEA) cover the potential of nuclear magnetic resonance in diagnosis, as controlled by HPLC, energy and steroid receptors during proliferation, anti-estrogen binding site and its induced proteins in regulating resistance to Tamoxifen®.
