Duties and Responsibilities: 


Carry out approved plans and specification on site construction as per actual condition. Initiate appropriate measures if plans don’t suite actual site condition as per coordination with the immediate superior and design team.


Set-up survey works (topographic survey, traverse survey, profile survey, etc.) to deliver proper orientation, alignment and elevation on primary, secondary and support structures. 


Monitor, inspect and approved the works (rebar works, form works and concreting works) of the structures like Power House, Desander, Weirs, Tunnel Portals, Tailrace, Pipeline Trust Blocks and Support Piers, etc., as per plan and specification stipulated on the contract.


Closely monitor and approve pipe installation on Main Conveyance Line and Penstock Line as per proper alignment and invert elevation of pipes. Strictly impose proper welding works and observe safety measures of such works.


Witness, monitor, evaluate and approve pipe welding test such as Holiday Test (on pipe paints), Air Leak Test (on bell and spigot connection), Liquid Penetration Test, Radiographic Test and Ultrasonic Test. Religiously inspect pipe irregularities on inside and outside diameter, and instruct contractor to do such rectification on defects.


Witness, evaluate and approve materials and testing procedures such as FDT, material’s sampling, concrete coring test, concrete compressive strength test, and etc.. Witness and monitor wet mix concrete batching as per approve design mix.


Witness, evaluate and approve proper installation of mechanical gates (for water flow control) on structures such as Weir, Desander and Control Box. Evaluate and approve leak test completion of such work.


Witness, evaluate and approve leak test and hydrographic test on Main Conveyance Line and Penstock line, as per working stress design and overpressure required. 


Initiate punch listing on structures such as Power House, Weirs, Desander, Main Conveyance Line, Penstock Line and Tailrace.


Prepare Project Closure Report to be submitted to the Project Manager.condition.


Witness, monitor and evaluate quality testing on materials prior to application and installation on various works.


Verify project set-out points by the use of different survey instruments.
