· Perform the blood chemistry assays manually or through the use of automated

HEMATOLOGY SECTION 

· Perform manual and automated hematological test such as Complete Blood Count

· Perform platelet count using indirect slide method with the aid of microscope ( direct smear)

· Perform manual WBC count and RBC count, differential count, microhematocrit, ESR.

· Perform bleeding time using IVY’s method and clotting time using the slide method.

· Analyze fluids such as CSF by doing CSF cell count

· Perform prothrombin time (PT) and activated partial tromboplastin time (APTT).

· Perform blood typing and Rh typing using slide method, tube method and reverse method. 
BACTERIOLOGY / MYCOLOGY SECTION

· Prepare culture media such as Blood Agar, Mueller Hinton Agar, Mac Conkey Agar.

· Inoculate specimen on corresponding culture media and do sensitivity testing on isolated pathogenic organisms using different kinds of antibiotics.
