Thesis title: Erosive potential of denture adhesives.

In this project, I investigated the pH of various commercially available denture adhesives and their erosive potential. The aim was to study the effect of pH of denture adhesives on tooth tissues and quantify any resulting decalcification. Root dentine specimens were made and a simple reproducible overdenture model was developed. Scanning electron microscope (SEM) and atomic force microscope (AFM) were used to analyze the decalcification. Our results indicated that most of the commercially available denture adhesives used in this study had pH below critical pH 6.5 for dentine and there was a definite decalcification of the root dentine.
