Statement of Purpose

While completing my undergraduate degree, I studied all branches and divisions of Islamic Law.  This endeavor required an understanding of various educational and philosophical subjects referred to as machinery sciences by Islamic Law Scholars, including Grammar and Morphology, Jurisprudence Principles, Jurisprudential Foundations, General Jurisprudence Policies, as well as a comprehensive grasp of the writings and creeds of Islamic Law and the learning of Islamic Law Schools.  Even so, after graduation I felt a continuing need to expand my knowledge of legal concepts beyond the course work available at the undergraduate level.   Subsequently, I was admitted for graduate studies at the Institute of Public Administration, where I obtained a Systems Diploma.  Considered the equivalent of a Master of Laws in the U.S., this two-year graduate program consisted of 72 hours over a period of four semesters.  Soon after receiving the Diploma, I entered the professional field, employed as an advisor in the legal department at the head office of the Saudi Arabian Monetary Agency (associated with the Saudi Central Bank).  This agency coordinates the entire banking system in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.  The major functions of the organization as well as my primary responsibilities have been summarized below.

1) Issuance, support, and value settlement of the Saudi currency in and out of K.S.A.

2) Performing central bank responsibilities. 

3)  Supervision of commercial banks and the exchanges. 

4)  Saving and managing reserve balances. 

5) Mintage, typing, and issuance of the Saudi currency and all other related works according to the Saudi monetary law No. 24 dated 23/5/1977. 

6) Supervision of the commercial banks and money exchangers, imposition of related instructions whenever necessary, implementation of the punishments and fines upon banks that have violated the rules, and resolution of the bank’s supervision system and that of the Saudi Arabian Monetary Agency. 

7) Supervising and operating the securities market before the issuance of the 

market fiscal system. 

8)  Supervision and control of insurance companies. 

In addition, as an advisor in the legal department, I have been carrying out the following responsibilities.

1) Member of the banking legal advisory in the field of banking law as it directly relates to banks (commercial papers, certified documents, letters of guarantee, and fiscal papers). 

2) Handling of the banking cases that occur between the banks and their 

clients. 

3)  Member of the legal advisory of commercial law. 

4)  Auditing and revising contracts executed by the Monetary 


Agency. 

4) Revising and studying institutions and regulations transferred 

from the Ministers Council and Consultative Council to the Saudi Arabian

Monetary Agency. 

5) Preparing and participating in regulations and legal procedures for 

various committees that settled banking and fiscal disputes, including the high committee for settling banking disputes, the fiscal papers settling committee, and the fiscal papers high committee; preparing and participating in monetary regulations for the Saudi Arabian Monetary Agency.

While completing a bachelor’s degree in Islamic Law, I gained a deeper understanding of the Islamic legislative system and its development, principles, and foundations.  However, an inclusive focus on Western Law was not provided at the university; therefore, I decided to study Western law in the future to fill in the gaps of my previous course word.  Subsequently, during graduate work at the Institute of Public Administration, I studied the branches and specialties of law more comprehensively; however, the subjects offered at the institute concentrated mainly on concepts of French law, in particular the civil law system.  After receiving a Systems Diploma (equivalent to a Master of Laws), I gained a position as legal advisor in the Saudi Arabian Monetary Agency in the legal department.  Again, I found a need for further education:  as my responsibilities involved international commercial and banking laws, it became urgent to learn the Anglo-Saxon laws, since the occupational demands often depended upon this area of competence.  In fact, most of the officials in the legal department and in the Saudi Arabian Monetary Agency have graduated from reputable graduate programs in the U.S.A.  As a result of these considerations, the agency dispatches a number of distinguished officials to the U.S.A. to increase their legal understanding and develop their professional abilities.  The Saudi Arabian Monetary Agency realizes that the Kingdom is seeking to join the World Trade Organization, and the country is taking the appropriate steps to increase the qualifications of key officials by broadening their knowledge of Anglo-Saxon laws.  Toward this aim, I have been fortunate enough to receive a full scholarship to continue postgraduate studies in the U.S.A.
