Research Program: Development of Functional Assay for Anti-HER2 Monoclonal Antibody

Description: Inhibition of proliferation assay was developed to study the cytotoxity of monoclonal antibody against Human Epidermal growth factor Receptor2 (HER2) which are over expressed in breast cancer cells (SKBr3). Targeting this receptor using the antibody causes cytostatic effects on these cells. Varying the drug concentration enables a dose dependant inhibition of proliferation of SKBr3 cells in this assay. This inhibition was checked for Trastuzumab standard and compared to an in house generated standard. The read out is based upon the fluorescence of Alamar Blue caused by the reduction of the active ingredient, blue coloured Resazurin to pink coloured, fluorescent compound Resorufin in the presence of live cells. The data is analyzed using PLA software.

Research Program: Mutational studies of p53gene that causes lung cancer in smokers

Description: The association of p53 gene, mutated by certain compounds present in cigarette smoke, in lung cancer was studied. The blood samples of lung cancer patients and normal individuals was examined and compared. Quantification of plasma DNA using UV spectrophotometer was carried out. From the polymerase chain reaction and sequencing, it could be inferred that the blood samples of cancer patients who were subjected to cigarette smoke had higher levels of mutated p53 gene to which the DNA specific primers were observed to be bound. This observation was attained by running the blood samples on agarose gel and further visualizing the gel under the UV Transilluminator.
