“DESIGN AND FABRICATION OF AFFORDABLE WHEEL CHAIR”
With the growing number of disabled people in the country, the demand for wheelchairs is also increasing, thereby augmenting growth for the wheelchair market. But the financial circumstances and unfavorable public infrastructure acts as roadblocks to its progress. Based on the data source form Business Today, Dec 2013, it is decided to do a project on „Design and Fabrication of Affordable Wheel Chair‟ that would be beneficial mainly to the 2.13% of locomotive disabled people of our nation who are below poverty line. The product was developed at a cost of Rs.1600 (USD 27) weighing 9 kg, capable of bearing safe load of 70 kg along with provision


for motorizing. The usage of „cast steel-Sic composite‟ would further reduce weight without affecting the cost much.
Main Project

“DEVELOPMENT   OF   LEAK   DETECTION   EQUIPMENT   FOR   CAST
COMPONENTS”
Use of traditional NDT techniques is either costly or not suitable for handling components in large numbers. Hence the project titled as ”Development of Leak Detection Equipment for Cast Component” is being taken up in collaboration with „CPC (P) Ltd, Coimbatore‟ in order to detect blowholes in cast components and also to check whether the component can withstand the required pressure to which the component would be subjected at the time of use. For this purpose pneumatic method of inspection is followed in order to reduce the time wasted by the use of hydraulic method by the firm. With this it is possible to detect such defects of size of about 0.3mm and above. The total time of inspection is about 46.3% less when compared to hydraulic method, with an establishment cost of Rs.5650 (USD 95) and also the hazards of traditional NDT techniques are being eliminated.
