· Epidemic potential, Ability to cause severe morbidity or death; International surveillance requirements(international Health Regulation/Public Health Emergencies of International Concern); Availability of prevention and control measures; Availability of reliable and meaningful case definitions; Data Analysis, Interpretation and dissemination :
Procedures to achieve the set goals of the EWARN :
i. Collection of data from different health facilities which was centered on the flood affected environs. Data in the form of reported disease cases containing epidemic prone & non-communicable diseases, treatment cases, accidents and deaths. 

ii. And these data are been assembled and ran as a trend. These data are been collected every week and at the end of the month analysis are been conducted to determine the growth rate or disease trend also putting into consideration mortality rate with a particular disease respectively, before emailing them to the appropriate units and heads for proactive measures or immediate attentions. 

iii. An early warning/notification is been sent to the appropriate units once there is a suspected epidemic prone disease obtained from any site so as to prevent an outbreak. For instance : Diseases commonly included in EWARN and alert threshold of a one case identification are Measles, suspected Cholera / Acute Watery Diarrhea, Acute flaccid paralysis (poliomyelitis) etc.
