Brief synopsis of the Research-

A rapid pace of industrialization, coupled with uncontrolled exploitation of nature has caused dumping of industrial waste, hazardous chemicals and nuclear waste and the pollution of river basin lakes and seas in the recent past. Paper and Pulp and Sugar industry are throwing out solid or semi solid waste for which no treatment methodology has been developed. Amongst the various methods of waste water treatment adsorption appears to offer the best overall results and so far activated carbon is found to be a universal adsorbent for the process. As such it becomes imperative to look for other economically feasible substituents owing to the drawbacks of the activated carbon. Objectives of undertaking these investigations were two fold. Developing some suitable methodology for the treatment of solid waste Bagasse Fly ash thrown out by sugar factories and explore the possibility of using the treated material as a low cost adsorbent.

Dissertation or Project Topic- Extractive Spectrophotometric Determination of Codeine in Pharmaceutical preparation.

Brief abstract of the topic-  
Codeine is a medicinally potent alkaloid and finds application in most of the cough syrups. However, its excess consumption can lead to fatal consequences. The extractive spectrophotometric technique has been used for the assay of codeine due its convenience, better performance and cost consideration. The comparative utility of some dyes for the said purpose has been explored. Various experimental conditions have been ascertained and parameters like accuracy and sensitivity compared. 
The acidic dyes form ion pairs complexes with the basic alkaloids. These complexes were found to be soluble in water immiscible organic solvents and can be extracted in them for subsequent photometric determination. The data was plotted for the effect of the pH of an ion – pair on the absorbance of codeine – dye complex. The maximum spectrophotometric wavelength of the complex with the dyes Solochrome and Methyl orange was studied. Beer’s Law was found to be valid.
