Originally from Grenada, now a European citizen (Spain), he was educated, trained, and worked in Europe from 1992 to 2006 at which time he moved to the United States where his work continued.
He began his dance career working with various national dance companies in the Caribbean followed by receiving his formal dance education in the Netherlands (Masters in Dance and Choreography - Codarts University - RottcrdamseDansacademie). Following his education, he joined various dance companies and performed throughout Europe, North America, and the Caribbean.
In recent years he has concentrated on choreography and the teaching of dance. He has taught at all educational levels from elementary schools to universities as well as with dance companies. He has taught in London, Spain, Holland, Sweden, Austria, Slovenia, Mauritius, United States, and throughout the Caribbean. Until recently, lie was on the faculty of Coppin State University in Baltimore, Maryland where he was guest artist in residence and taught students in elementary schools in Baltimore.
His teaching has centered on modern dance, fusion of modern dance with African and Caribbean techniques, as well as classical ballet for beginners, and African, Caribbean, and Latin dance. He has choreographed works with a number of major, internationally known dance companies including Irie Dance Theatre and Connecting Vibes (which he founded), both in London, as well as companies throughout Europe and the Caribbean. He has also choreographed works and managed entertainment productions in major hotels in Spain, Africa, and the Dominican Republic.
In addition to the foregoing, Mr. McQueen has danced in and/or choreographed specific performances around the world including in Canada, Martinique, Holland, Trinidad and Tobago, Austria, England, Dominican Republic, Spain, Mauritius, The Gambia, Antigua, Serbia, Slovenia, Jamaica, Guyana, St. Kitts, and the United States. For example, he performed in the opening and closing ceremonies of the 1994 Commonwealth Games in Vancouver, British Columbia and before the Queen of the Netherlands in Curacao during an official state visit of Her Majesty.
