WORK HISTORY:

August 2006 to till date: Al Ain Hospital Alain,UAE
Joined  as specialist in internal medicine and gastroenterology and working as an independent gastroenterologist at Al Ain  hosopital .This is 400 bedded government hospital attachéd to Faculty of Health and Medical Sciences. Presently this institution is run by WAMED  and Vienna university of Austria. This is a teaching hospital with facilities for training both undergraduate and post graduate medical students and I am actively involved in teaching these medical students.I do an average of 70-80 GI therapeutic and diagnostic endoscopic work here monthly including ERCP. Besides this I have weekly GI clinic in which I see an average of 15 patients and do once weekly call duty( second on call)  in internal medicine.
February 2006 –july 2006:  PVSM Hospital, Kochi

Consultant Gastroenterologist.  This is a 150-beded tertiary care digestive center in private sector.  I have worked in this hospital before as a registrar in gastroenterology during 1998 to 2000.  There are two senior consultants and two DM qualified senior specialist in this department.  This hospital has major specialities like Internal Medicine, Paediatrics, Neonatology, Gynaecology and Obstetrics, Nephrology, Urology, GI Surgery and Psychiatry as its major departments.  

Gastroenterology Department has an average inpatient of 45 and outpatient load of 80-100 per day.  Procedure load is as follows.

In addition, procedures like cystogastrostomy for pseudocyst, PEG, transjugular liver biopsy, laser ablative therapies, argon plasma coagulation, endoscopic stenting of  esophagus, intestine and biliary tree are also regularly done in this centre

As a fulltime consultant, I do most of the therapeutic procedures like ERCP, therapeutic upper and lower GI procedures, diagnostic and therapeutic ultra sound guided procedures (Liver biopsy, FNA, Alcohol/Acetaldehyde, ablative therapies of liver tumors, paracentesis, pleural tapping and  bone marrow studies independently).  I also supervise our senior specialists doing many of these procedures.  I have basic training in endosono but still I  am in the learning curve.  I see around 10-20 outpatients (most of them are referred GI cases) daily  and I take GI rounds with my senior specialists and residents every third day.  At any point of time, I have an average Inpatient of 5-6 as my own patients.  Over the past few years, I have gained sufficient knowledge and skill in managing conditions and its complications of diseases like inflammatory bowel disease,  GI malignancies, hepatobiliary diseases, cirrhosis, non-cirrhotic portal hypertension, and other GI problems.

March 2002 – January 2006:  Lakeshore Hospital, Kochi.

This centre is a private new tertiary care centre for digestive diseases headed by Dr. Philip Augustine, a well known and leading Gastroenterologist in the country.  There are 2 more Senior Consultants,two consultants and 5 Specialist Gastroenterologists and 3 Registrar in the Department.  This institution is a 350-bedded hospital and it is a one of the main centers for digestive diseases in India. All advanced GI therapeutic endoscopic procedures are done regularly.  Besides other GI procedures, our Gastroenterology team also does procedures like TIPSS, Transjugular Liver Biopsy, Lithotripsy, Manometry, Endosonography, Enteroscopy and 

As a member of the team, I have good exposure in therapeutic ERCP, Diagnostic & Therapeutic Ultrasound, advanced luminal endoscopic procedures including Endoscopic Pseudocyst Drainage, Placement of Endoprosthesis, Dilatation procedures, Therapies for Variceal Eradication, Polypectomy e.t.c.

The Department has weekly academic programmes including seminars, case discussion and journal club. The department is well known for its advanced ERCP procedures and we regularly receive ERCP trainees from abroad. It is also blessed with subscription to major GI, hepatology & endoscopy journals. The hospital has 2 peripheral city centers with bed strength of 150 & 70 beds respectively.  All GI procedures are done in these hospitals also. We have clinical as well as endoscopic works in these hospitals which we do by rotation. 

February 2000 – February 2002:  Studying for DM.

DM training in Gastroenterology, Medical College, Calicut, 2000 to 2002.
Got admission to Government Medical College, Calicut through state-wise conducted entrance examination and ranked as second in the state.  The course includes, basic training in gastroenterology and endoscopy.  There are three senior consultants and one lecturer in this department.  This department has bed strength of 30 and daily caters about 100 patients in the OP.  As the resident in this department the work profile include, seeing consultation cases from other department, workup of 30 inpatients, ultra-sounded guided procedures and endoscopic procedures under direct and strict supervision by senior consultants.  In addition, the curricular activities include, daily seminars and journal clubs, weekly case presentations, fortnightly gastro-radiological discussions and monthly gastro-surgical and gastro-pathology meeting.

There is a university examination at the end of two year training with three theory papers including basic science, gastroenterology, recent advances and a clinical examination which includes two long cases, two short cases, two spotters, CT, MRI and X-ray interpretation, two histology slide interpretation and two gross specimen interpretation.   The DM degree in gastroenterology is awarded after passing this examination.

August 1998 – January 2000:  PVS Hospital, Kochi

This is a tertiary care centre for digestive diseases located in the middle of Kerala.    Dr. Philip Augustine heads this centre. This hospital was our initial centre for digestive disease and now it functions as a peripheral centre of the Lakeshore Hospital as we have all moved to the new hospital.  All consultants of Lakeshore hospital were previously in this hospital.  This department also gives training in gastroenterology for national board examination (Approved for DNB).  Work profile in this institution includes ward work, training in ultrasound (both diagnostic as well as therapeutic) preliminary training in upper and lower GI endoscopies.

This hospital is one of the busiest gastroenterology centre in the country, with an average number of procedure as follows.

March 1997 – July 1998:  Modern Hospital, Kodungallore.

This is a 150-bedded private hospital with major departments like Internal Medicine, General Surgery, Gynaecology, Paediatrics, Anesthesia, Skin, ENT, Ophthalmology, Paediatrics Surgery and Neuro Surgery.  Worked as a junior physician assisting the main physician.  Internal Medicine Department has an average outpatient of 100 and inpatient of 40-50.  Common problems like Diabetes Mellitus, Hypertension, Ischaemic heart disease, acute and chronic renal failure, COPD and Bronchial Asthma and various infections are the common diseases encountered.  Working in this hospital, I have gathered sufficient knowledge and skills in managing the above-mentioned diseases.  We also have a six bedded cardiac ICU in which I have gained sufficient experience in thrombolytic therapy, cardiac resuscitation, use of defibrillators, management of hypotensive shock, hypertensive crisis and management of various arrhythmias using anti-arrhythmic medications.   We also have medical ICU, where cases like acute exacerbation of COPD/Bronchial Asthma, CVA, epilepsies, dyselectrolytaemias, renal failure, etc., are managed.  During my tenure, I have independently done several cases of pleural and peritoneal tapping, and liver biopsies.]

January 1994 – February 1997:  Studying for MD at Karnatak Medical College,  Hubli.

This is a 500-bedded Government teaching hospital.  Medicine department has four units of 50 beds each.  In addition, there is a six-bedded cardiac ICU and six-bedded medical ICU.   Work profile include, seeing OP cases, workup of IP patients, and night duties in Casualty and ICU.  During the course of three years, there is six y posting in Neurology, Cardiology Oncology, Paediatrics, Intensive Care, and Skin Diseases.

There will be daily seminars, weekly case discussions, weekly journal club, and theses work.  At the end of three year course, there is a university exam comprising of theory papers in basic science, Internal Medicine and recent advances.  Practical exam comprises of  one long case, two short cases, two spotters, and interpretation of radiology imaging and viva.  MD degree is awarded after passing this exam.

This is 65-bedded private hospital mainly for Internal Medicine.  Worked as a resident medical officer attending Emergency Department, wards, and ICU.  Good exposure to various medical emergencies.
